After graduating from Jordan, Jeff served an L.D.S. mission in the Toronto,
Canada mission where he served in many leadership roles including Assistant
to the President. When he returned home from his mission, he enrolled in a
wilderness studies program at the College of Eastern Utah, a course in which
he thrived as he loved to be outdoors testing his skills and knowledge. Later
he also studied sociology at the University of Utah. 

Jeff was an entrepreneur at heart and started many small businesses along
the way, some more successful than others. In 2000 however, he started
Custom Events, Inc. which grew quickly and became a very successful
enterprise. He had a natural knack for the carny business and enjoyed
planning and carrying out school carnivals and company picnics. Virtually all
of the children in our family and hundreds of their friends got their first jobs
with Jeff at Custom Events.

Jeff is survived by his siblings; Joe (Christine), Jerry, Laura (Dan), and Lisa,
his nieces and nephews and all their children who absolutely adored their
Uncle Jeff. He was preceded in death by his parents, Robert and Lorraine
